ENHS Program

The 4 year ENHS degree program
leads to a Bachelor of Applied
Science (B.A.Sc) degree accredited
by the Faculty of Engineering at the
UofR and by the Canadian Institute of
Public Health Inspectors. Graduates
are eligible to seek certification as
Public Health Inspectors, which is a
rewarding career in high demand.

Carmen Buschow started her first year
of studies in Geology with the U of R until
she heard about the ENHS program. She
transferred over and graduated in 2005
from FNUniv with a BASc in
Environmental Health. She spent 3 years
as a rural inspector for the Regina
Qu'Appelle Health Region (RQHR)
covering the area East of Indian Head to
Moosomin. Then another 2 years as a
city inspector for RQHR as well. In 2007
she started her own consulting business.
In 2008 she began teaching ENHS 100
as a Sessional Instructor. Carmen has
been Acting Coordinator of the ENHS
Program since 20009.

BARES Program

Coordinator: Dr. Fidji Gendron
BARES is a collaborative degree

program that begins with two years of

study at SIAST Woodland campus in
Prince Albert, leading to a diploma in
Resource and Environmental Law.

Students will then transfer to the First

Nations University of Canada /
University of Regina for the next two
years to obtain a degree in Resource
and Environmental Studies.

Blanket flower (Gaillardia aristata)
and prairie sage (Artemisia
ludoviciana) are two abundant
species found in the Native Prairie.

Dr. Gendron manages the
Native Prairie and the
Community Garden
projects on the Regina
Campus of First Nations
University and has
developed literature on the
subject of native plant
species and their
importance to First Nations
peoples. She also co-
manages the annual Health
and Science Camp for
Aboriginal Youth at the
Regina Campus.
